The most important concluded results are: 86.4% of study
sample is confirmed to use Egyptian knowledge bank
website.

The fields of using Egyptian knowledge bank website
depends on "scientific research” followed by "education
and learning".

The study revealed that one of the main motives for using
the Egyptian Knowledge Bank website is "searching for
materials for study purposes”, as it came in first place,
followed by "obtaining cognitive, cultural and educational
sources and information."

The study confirmed that one of the most important
achieved satisfactions from wusing the Egyptian
Knowledge Bank website is “assistance in enriching the
cognitive and scientific balance,” which won the first
place, followed by “assistance in carrying out the required
assignments in the educational process easily” in the
second place, then “achieving Educational and cognitive
needs "in third place.

One of the main reasons for not using the Egyptian
Knowledge Bank website is the lack of the elements of
dealing with the Knowledge Bank at the university,
followed by the lack of training courses and workshops
