Abstract

This study aims at identifying the relation between experiencing abuse,
psychological disorders and personality traits among a sample of
delinquents and nondelinquents as well as unveiling the differences in
being exposed to abuse, psychological disorders and personality traits
among a sample of delinquents and nondelinquents. The correlational
comparative method is employed throughout the study. The sample of
study consists of (70) teenagers between the ages (12:18) and are
divided into two groups (Delinquents and Nondelinquents), taking into
account the equivalence of the two groups in gender (the sample consists
of males only), age, educational and social levels (the sample consists of
students of preparatory school).

The Questionnaire of Abuse Experiences during Childhood by (Emad
Mekhimar and Emad Abd El-Razek 1999), Symptom Checklist 90-R
translated into Arabic for this list by Abd ElI-Rakeeb Ahmed El-Beheiry
(2005) and Five Factor Model (FFM) prepared for Arabic environment by
Badr Mohamed El-Ansary in 1997.

The study finds the following results: There is a statistically significant
positive correlation between some aspects of the Questionnaire of Abuse
Experiences and some aspects of the Symptom Checklist 90-R among
both samples of delinquents and nondelinquents. These is a statistically
significant negative correlation between some aspects of the
Questionnaire of Abuse Experiences and some aspects of the Five Factor
Model (FFM) among the sample of delinquents, whereas the sample of
nondelinquents did not have in any statistically significant results between
aspects of The Questionnaire of Abuse Experiences and Checklist 90-R.

These is a statistically significant negative correlation between some

aspects of the Symptom Checklist 90-R and some aspects of the Five
Factor Model (FFM) and there is a statistically significant positive
correlation between some aspects of the Five Factor Model (FFM) among
the sample of delinquents, whereas the sample of delinquents’ tests
resulted in the presence of a statistically significant positive correlation
between some aspects of Symptom Checklist 90—-R and some aspects of
the Five Factor Model (FFM). There are statistically significant differences
in the results of abuse tests in favor of delinquents. There are statistically
significant differences in the results of psychological disorders tests in
favor of delinquents, except for Anxiety aspect as the results did not find
statistically  significant  differences  between  delinquents and
nondelinquents in this aspect. There are no statistically significant
differences between delinquents and nondelinquents in personality traits

tests.
