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Abstract:

The research seeks to put operational suggestions to apply life skills
education in the public secondary school in Egypt in view of the experiences of
the two selected countries, and according to the nature of the Egyptian
circumstances, through using the comparative method. The research addressed a
number of points, including the theoretical bases of life skills education in the
secondary school, the current reality of life skills education in the Secondary
School in Egypt, Rwanda, and India.

As a result the reality in Egypt revealed a number of problems, including the
Absence of compatibility between the outputs of the educational system and the
needs of the labor market, consequently there are great fears from the
deprivation of the coming generation from good education that offers them the
necessary skills for the labor market, it also revealed that Teaching methodologies
used in education are so traditional to help students learn the new life skills for
entrepreneurship (establishing and managing projects- as considered to be one of
the most important skills to reinforce economy and provide job vacancies.

The research reached a set of suggested measures to activate life skills
education in the public secondary school in Egypt. Some of which are: Creating
new curriculums for modern scientific majors that are considered as recruitment
skills, and that are highly related to the new labor market, for example: curricula
related to software industries, and web designing, and other curricula related to
applied technologies in sciences as Biochemical Technology, Using the available
surrounding environment in each governorate as a practical learning environment
for learning and discovering, as it helps the students to know more about the
available resources, and coordinating between core subjects teachers and activity
teachers to decide the applied forms of activities that are compatible with the
selected skills and the scientific content of the core subjects.
