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Abstract

This research attempts to study the Egyptian cinematic film, in a
definite period, from cultural and educational perspective, considering
cinema as an educational medium affecting both adults and children ,
especially when the movies are shown on television, which conveys
the viewership from tens of thousands to millions. Moreover, the era
of open skies and openness to the world through the visual culture
strengthens the role of indirect, non-traditional educational media that
have a strong influence on the recipient and form their awareness and
sentiment towards core issues in our Egyptian society such as the
issue of the Egyptian women which affects the entire society.

In many cultural aspects, women are exposed to contradictions that
have arisen and are still confusing for both men and women in how they
see each other and in the form of their relations.

It is noticeable that, although there are studies on cinema as a social
phenomenon, the Arab library lacks special studies on its educational
effects on the intellectual and behavioral aspects, especially in third world
societies, which shows the lack of interest of countries - including Egypt -
in the role that Cinema plays in bringing about fundamental changes in the
order of cultural, social and political values that lead to great effects in
developing or impeding social and economic development in these
countries.
