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Abstract of a master’s dissertation entitled:
The Educational Dimensions of Jurisprudential Provisions Concerning

Children.

The issue of the study was an attempt to reveal the educational dimensions of
jurisprudence related to children and transfer them from the declarative knowledge format to
the procedural knowledge format as an important step in the reconstruction of the educational
structure.

In this context, the study sought to elucidate the general and specific provisions
relating to children in Islamic jurisprudence, and to highlight the jurisprudential trend as a
starting point for educational studies, in addition to providing educational institutions with
jurisprudential rulings and their educational applications that can be used in the care and
education of children, while highlighting the efforts and contributions of Muslim jurists and
scholars in thought. educational.

The study used the deductive approach to elicit the most important jurisprudential
rulings related to children, and the descriptive approach was used to analyze these rulings and
extrapolate the educational dimensions they contain.

The study concluded that Islamic jurisprudence has formed an integrated educational
curriculum suitable for all the different stages of development. Given that it contains an
enormous wealth of concepts, dimensions and educational principles that enable it to respond
to all the demands and needs of growth, and the theory of eligibility and mandate that
emerged from it, has taken into account human integration and what is appropriate for each
stage of life and what is related to each stage of its rights or rights and the validity of it
Actions and Responsibility for Obligations.

The jurisprudential rulings considered the stage of breastfeeding to be a stage of total
dependence on others and an introductory period for life inside and outside the womb. The
pre-discrimination stage was considered a stage of almost total dependence, and tenderness
and play were considered the most important demands of this stage. As for the stage of
discrimination, it is in Islamic jurisprudence the stage of education, discipline and almost total
independence. And readiness to carry the assignment secretariat.

The study concluded with the importance of reformulating Islamic jurisprudence in an
educational formulation that takes into account the contemporary educational reality, and the
importance of conducting studies aimed at deriving an educational theory from Islamic
jurisprudence.
