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Abstract

Introduction: The professional preparation of the teacher for those
with learning difficulties is a necessary requirement in order for him
to provide academic and psychological support to his students his
students who have Dyslexia. The selected phrases from "Songs and
Biographies of Composers” can contribute to treating some of the
difficulties of learning to read and contribute to raising the level of
hope, may also contribute to raising the level of psychological
resilience, which is one of hope sources. The problem of the study:
Despite the interest of many researchers and specialists, whether in
psychology or the teaching of the English language, to deal with the
problems that the learner faces when learning this language, there is
still a need for experimental verification of the possibility of
employing music in the treatment of English language difficulties and
the impact of learning improvement And psychological resilience.
This study aims to: Verify the effectiveness of a proposed music-
based educational program in treating some of the difficulties of
learning to read the English language through the music program
proposed by the researcher, and verify the effect of the educational
program to treat some educational program difficulties at the writing
level of the research sample, and also checking for improvement in
the degree of hope and psychological resilience.
The research sample: "A sample of students in the early teens who
have difficulties learning” reading in English ", the research tools: the
proposed educational program based on the music, and the
questionnaire of hope and resilience prepared by the researcher, the
research methodology: the" semi-experimental "approach.
Study results: The statistical analysis of the data was conducted
using the statistical package Spss version (Y°). The role of the music-
based educational program in treating difficulties in learning to read
the English language was verified, as was the improvement of the
degree of hope and psychological resilience of the research sample.
Recommendations: necessary Employ integrated strategies to
address some of the difficulties of learning the English language,
while employing music education items and positive psychology
concepts appropriate to the nature and characteristics of the sample
and type of difficulty.
