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Abstract

" A proposed program in social studies based on the Dimensions
and dangers of the fourth generation wars to develop the national
identity values of the teacher student"

This research aimed to evaluating the effectiveness of a proposed
program in social studies based on the dimensions and dangers of the
fourth generation wars for developing the national identity values, To
achieve this aim, a list of the dimensions and dangers of the fourth
generation wars was designed. In addition, a general framework for a
program based on the dimensions and dangers of the fourth generation
wars in social studies was created, the topics of the program were
selected, and one of the program’s units was prepared in detail. A group
of 40 male and female students at the 4th year, Department of Social
Studies, Faculty of Education, Ain Shams University participated in the
study. A scale of the national identity values was designed and
administered to the research group before and after administration of the
program’s topics.

The results of the research indicated that there is a statistically
significant difference at the 0.01 level between the mean scores of the
research group on the pre and post application of the national identity
values scale in favor of the post application and in favor of each of the
scale’s dimensions. Hence, the research recommends the necessity to
review the philosophy and principles of designing preparation programs
of social studies student-teachers at the different stages. This would
increase the knowledge of student-teachers about the dimensions and
dangers of the fourth generation wars, develop the different aspects of
thinking for them, and support the development of their national identity
values.
