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This study drives at exploring the relationship between 

some technological innovations and some psychological and 

social problems in a pre-school child. The researcher uses the 

descriptive-correlative-comparative method and the study 

sample consists of (100) pre-school children from three 

nurseries, namely, the Smurfs Child Academy, Green House, 

Little Angel in Maadi and the National School of Shubra in 

Shubra, Egypt, their ages range between (3-6) years old. These 

tools are used in the study: the Primary Data Form (designed 

by the researcher), the Diagnosis of Attention Deficit and 

Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) List for Kindergarten Child 

(by Prof. Dr. Sohair Kamel and Prof. Boutros Hafez), the 

Pictured Scale of Self-Concept (by the researcher), the Scale 

of Social Communication (by the researcher). The study has 

reached a number of results, the most important of which are 

that: 

 There is a statistically significant correlation between the 

use of some technological innovations and some 



psychological and social problems (lack of attention - self-

concept - social communication) among the pre-school 

children. 

 There is a statistically significant correlation between the 

time that pre-school children spend on technological 

innovations and some psychological and social problems 

they have. 

 The mobile phone is the most common technological 

innovation used by children. 

 There are no differences between males and females in the 

use of some technological innovations. 
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
