The aims of the research:

1.Preparing a proposed conception of the business administration curriculum scheduled for the
first grade in the advanced commercial technical secondary schools in the light of some skills of
the twenty-first century.

2.Knowing the effectiveness of the proposed conception of the curriculum in developing the
concepts and knowledge contained in the two proposed units for students.

3. Knowing the effectiveness of the proposed conception of the curriculum in developing the
skills included in the two proposed units for students.

The search group:

The research group consisted of 35 first-year students at the Beni Suef Advanced Commercial
School as an experimental group. The research also used the descriptive and quasi-experimental
.approaches

Research tools:

a list of some of the twenty-first century skills needed for the first-grade business administration
curriculum, and the list included (9) main skills and branched from them (70) sub-skills,
preparing a proposed conception for the business administration curriculum for first-grade
students, which included (7) building modules Two units of the proposed perception in the light
of the skills of the twenty-first century, preparing a teacher’s guide for use in teaching the two
experimental units, preparing an achievement test to measure students’ achievement level,
preparing a performance test and note cards to observe students’ performance and their
acquisition of the necessary skills for them.

The research problem was identified in:

The business administration curriculum at the Advanced Technical Commercial High School
does not keep pace with that of the 21st century, which may lead to insufficient qualification of
students to meet the needs of the labor market. The research group consist of 35, first-year
students from the Beni Suef Advanced Commercial School as a group experimental.

Research methods:

a list of some of the 21st century skills needed for the first-grade business administration
curriculum. The list included (9) main skills, out of which (70) sub-skills. A proposed
conceptualization of the business administration curriculum for first-grade students included (7)
studying units. Establishing two units of the proposed perception in the light of the of the 21st
skills, preparing a teacher’s guide for use in teaching the two experimental units, preparing an



achievement test, a performance test, and note cards to observe students’ performance and the
necessary acquisition of the skills needed.

Research results:

1.There is a statistically significant difference at the .05 level between the mean scores of the
research group in the two applications, pre and post, for the knowledge acquisition test
includedin the two experimental units in favor of the post application.

2.There is a statistically significant difference at level 05. between the mean scores of the
research group in the two applications, pre and post, to test students' performance of the skills
included in the two experimental units in favor of the post application

3.There is a statistically significant difference at level 05 between the mean scores of the
research group in the two applications, pre and post, of the observation cards in favor of the post
application.

4.The size of the experimental effect using the ETA square was (0.992) for the achievement test,
(0.994) for the performance attitude test, and (0.996) for the observation cards, which indicates
the extent of the impact of the proposed large perception on the performance and levels of
outstanding students.
