Research title: The Dynamics of Object Relations in sample of Children with
Psychological Disorders.

This study examined the object relations dynamics in a sample of children with psychological
disorders, in order to identify the quality of their object relations and their self-representations.
The candidate used clinical interviews based on free association (according to the model
provided by Deutch and Murphy) in assessing both mothers and children. For assessing the
children, the candidate further employed Play technique as well as administered the CAT and

KFD tests.

The study came up with a number of results that can be summarized as follows:

The prevalence of disturbance in object relations (the object here being the mother)
among the psychologically disturbed children comprising the sample of this study.
The prevalence of disturbance in the mothers’ object relations (the object here being
their children), due to the nature and quality of their own object relations (the
objects here being both their own parents but more importantly their own mothers).
The prevalence of troubled relations between the mothers and their husbands who
also happen to be the fathers of the troubled children. This disturbance in the
relations between spouses manifested itself in emotional separation and silent
divorce.

The prevalence of a tendency, among the children, to employ immature
mechanisms such as regression, repression, denial, identifying with the aggressor,
reaction formation, and scotomization; and the clear presence, among them, of oral
fixations and a tendency to create a false self.
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
