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Abstract

The study subject is related to the implications of political alienation on
the citizenship awareness among Libyan youth, and the separation of individuals
associated with it from the political and social reality, as a result of their
awareness of citizenship, as it is a matter of belonging related to rights, in its
close relationship with the general policy of the country.

The study reveals the repercussions of political alienation on the
awareness of citizenship among the Libyan, and the attempt to monitor the
features and causes of political interdependence, as well as the attempt to
characterize the nature of citizenship awareness among Libyan youth, to find out
the extent of Libyan youth awareness of the citizenship dimensions, and to
monitor the difference in awareness of citizenship according to the different
gender and education of Libyan youth.

The sample consisted of Libyan youth in the age group from 18 to 35
which is covered by most of the international definitions of youth. The research
sample included 400 individuals, both females and males, and the researcher
adopted a questionnaire that included the alienation and citizenship dimensions.

The following results were reached: The manifestations of political
alienation experienced by young people represented in political standards,
political meaning, political impotence, isolation, and withdrawal made them in a
state of sharp separation between themselves and the political system, and they
have emerged profoundly in the manifestations of the feeling of marginalization
and exclusion from influencing the political process, and there was a duality in
the position of young people, for they believe in their capabilities and rights, on
the other hand, they suffer marginalization and powerlessness, and they are
proud of the homeland, but they do not enjoy freedom as real citizens, and non-
youth from losing their rights as an appearance of the absence of a real
citizenship, which negatively affected their sense of belonging, and made them
not connected to their homeland, and the absence of dialogue or acceptance of
the other among the youth, And the indifference through which young people
express lack belonging, and thus it appeared that there is a strong correlation
between political alienation and citizenship which confirms the credibility of the
theoretical framework that links between political alienation and citizenship
from the permissibility of the first repercussions on the second, so the greater the
alienation, the weaker the citizenship.
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
