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Abstract

Activating the work of sur—
veys to know the return of the training to the trainees. Activating
the work of books and studies about the institute to serve the re-
search centers and researchers interested in this regard. Freedom
of information circulation within the African Media Training institute.
A cooperation protocol was drawn up between then institute and
the college of higher African studies to serve African media
