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Abstract

The current study aims to activate the role of the psychologist in dis-
covering and developing the talented among students in the basic educa-
tion stages. The sample consisted of (60) school psychologists, and they
were divided into an experimental group consisting of (30) school psy-
chologists and a control group consisting of (30) school psychologists. The
research tools that consisted of (the measurement of the school psycholo-
gist’s role in discovering and developing the talented) were applied before,
after, and tracing on the experimental and control groups, then the program
was applied to the experimental group only, then the follow-up was ap-
plied, which included (the measurement of the school psychologist’s role
in discovering and developing the talented).

The research reached through the statistic (s ) of the independent and
associated group to the following results:
1 — There are statistically significant differences between the mean scores of the
experimental group specialists before and after the application of the training pro-
gram on the scale of the role of the school psychologist — as a total score and as

sub—dimensions — in the direction of the dimensional measurement.

2 — There are statistically significant differences between the average scores of the
specialists of the experimental group and the average scores of the specialists of
the control group after applying the program in favor of the experimental group on
the scale of the role of the school psychologist as a total score and as sub-

dimensions.

3 — There are no statistically significant differences between the average scores of
specialists in the post and follow—-up measurements (two months after the end of
the program) on the scale of the school psychologist's role as a total score and as
