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ABSTRACT
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This study drives at exploring the Gender Roles of men and

women presented through youth and folk songs as perceived by



teenagers. The study belongs to the descriptive type of studies
using the field media survey method as well. The study sample
consists of (200) songs produced between the year 2000 and
2020 in different types (common or dominant and independent)
or popular (common or dominant and independent). The human
audience represents (300) items of male/female teenagers in the
age stage from (15 to 18) years, selected from Cairo residents of

different genders and social classes.

The study has proved that its main hypothesis is invalid and
has not fulfilled, but it has proved the validity of all its sub-
hypotheses. There is no statistically significant correlation
between the rate of exposure of teenagers to popular youth
songs and their awareness of the Gender Roles assigned to men
and women, however, it proves that there are relationships
between the various demographic factors of teenagers and their

awareness of the Gender Roles presented. through songs.
