Thesis title ' Evaluating the history curriculum content of
the secondary school stage in light of the nature of
history'

The current study aimed to evaluate the content of the history curriculum at the high
school stage in light of the nature of history, and the researcher used the descriptive
method to determine the nature of history and its characteristics, then build a list of
history content criteria derived from that nature, where the researcher divided the list
into three main areas and falls under each field a number Of the indicators, a total of
64 indicators.

The researcher also prepared lists of history concepts and terminology included in the
curriculum, lists of events and knowledge, historical facts and issues included in the
curriculum content to determine the knowledge structure of history and its
compatibility with the standards of the nature of history, and the study was limited to
evaluating the content of the history curriculum in the third grade secondary school
edition 2020, which is available on the Ministry’s websites After the statistical
treatment of the list after its arbitration, the analysis was carried out on the textbook
content, and after the statistical treatment of the analysis, the study concluded that the
majority of the curriculum content is not appropriate with the nature of history, which
affects the extent to which it is accepted by the learners, and the extent to which the
benefit from it is achieved. The study recommended the necessity of evaluating The
content of the general history curriculum in light of that list to suit the nature of
history, and the development of the history curriculum content in the light of that
nature.
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
